Brief Corporate Profile:

Indrayani Co-operative Bank Ltd., Pimpri, Pune is a Co-operative society registered under the MCS Act 1960
(Registration No.PNA/BNK/126/2000) and engaged in the business of banking as per the license granted by the
Reserve Bank of India. The bank has 7 branches and two onsite ATM and its area of operations is Pune, Raigad,
Thane, Ahmednagar, Satara, Solapur district. During the year it was engaged in the business of banking and allied
permissible activities.

Basis of Preparation:

The financial statements of the Bank have been prepared and presented in accordance with the generally
accepted accounting principles in India. The Bank has prepared these financial statements to comply in all
material respects with the Accounting Standards issued by the Institute of Chartered Accountants of India (ICAI)
to the extent applicable, statutory provisions under the Banking Regulation Act, 1949 and The Maharashtra
State Cooperative Societies Act, 1960,The MCS Rules 1961, circulars and guidelines issued by the Reserve Bank
of India (RBI) from time to time and current practices prevalent in the co-operative banking sector in India.

Accounting Convention:

The financial statements are prepared by following the going concern concept on historical cost convention
under accrual system of accounting except as otherwise stated and conform to the statutory provisions and
generally accepted accounting principles prevailing within the Banking industry in India. The accounting policies
adopted in the current year are consistent with those of previous year except otherwise specified. The
accounting policies with regards to revenue recognition on investments and advances are in conformity with the
prudential accounting norms and guidelinesissued by RBI from time to time.

Use of Estimates:

The preparation of financial statements are in conformity and in accordance with generally accepted accounting
principles, it requires Bank to make estimates and assumptions that affect the reported amounts of assets and
liabilities and disclosure of contingent liabilities at the date of the financial statements and the results of
operations during the reporting period end. Although these estimates are based upon Management’s best
knowledge of current events and actions, actual results could differ from these estimates. Any revisions to the
accounting estimates are recognized prospectively in the current and future period. Management is of the view
that, the estimates used in preparation of these financial statements are prudent and reasonable.

Revenue Recognition:
Revenue and costs are accounted for on accrual basis except as otherwise mentioned.

Income from Advances

The unrealized interest in respect of advances classified as Non-Performing Advances is disclosed as “Overdue
Interest Reserve” as per RBI directives. As per RBI directives, in respect of accounts classified as Standard,
interest and other income is recognized on accrual basis as and when the same is earned; income from Non-
Performing Assets is recognized on realisation and in case of advances with the Recovery Department of the
Bank, the recoveries in the accounts are first appropriated towards Charges, Penal Interest, Interest and then
Principal Outstanding.

Income from Investments:
Interest income from investments is recognized on a time proportion basis considering the face value of
investmentandthe rate applicable.

Iltems of income and expenditure are accounted for on accrual basis except interest on non-performing
assetstothe extent sameis realized and recognized asincome in pursuance with the guidelinesissued by
the Reserve Bank of India. Commission on Bank guarantee is recognised in the year of issue itself. Locker
rent, loan processing fees and interest received on tax refund are accounted for on cash basis. Dividends
received from mutual funds are accounted on receipt basis.

In pursuant to RBI guidelines the interest payable on overdue term depositis provided on accrual basis at
savings bank rate.

Investments :

Categorisation of investment:

Inaccordance with guidelinesissued by RBI, the Bank classifies its investment portfolio into the following
two categories:

a) Held to Maturity : Securities acquired by the Bank with the intention to hold till maturity.

b) Available for Sale : Securities which do not fall within the above category are classified as
Available for Sale.

Classification of Investments :

For the purposes of disclosure in the Balance Sheet, Investments have been classified under two Groups
as SLRinvestments and non SLR investments.

Bank decides the category of each Investment at the time of acquisition and classifies the same
accordingly. Shifting of securities from one category to another, other than shifting/transfer from HTM
to AFS category, is done once in a year with the approval of Board of Directors, at the least of acquisition
cost/ book value/ market value on the date of shifting. The depreciation, if any, on such shifting is
provided for and the book value of the security is adjusted accordingly. The transfer of securities from

Valuation of Investments:

a) Held to Maturity: These investments are carried at their acquisition cost. Any premium on
acquisition is amortized over the balance period to maturity, with a debit to Profit & Loss
Account. The book value of security is reduced to the extent of amount amortized during the
relevant accounting period.

b) Available for Sale: All securities in this category is valued at the market price at the end of each
year and the net resultant depreciation in each classification is recognised in the Profit and Loss
account. Net appreciation, ifany, isignored.

c) Market value of Government Securities is determined on the basis of the price list published by
RBI or the prices periodically declared by FIMMDA for valuation. Fixed Deposits with district co-
operative bank and other banks except with Punjab and Maharashtra Co-operative Bank Ltd. is
valued at cost of investment. Fixed Deposit with Punjab and Maharashtra Co-operative Bank Ltd.
was depreciated as per the Circular/ instructions of RBl as the said bank has been declared as Sick

Bank.

d) Broken Period interest paid / received on Government securities is treated as revenue item.
Brokerage, commission etc. pertaining to investments paid at the time of acquisition is charged to
revenue.

Share Capital:

As per the bye-laws of the Bank, Authorized Share Capital of the Bank shall be is Rs. 5 Crores divided into
5,00,000 shares of Rs. 100/-each. However, issued and paid-up capital is Rs. 3.53 crores (Previous year
Rs. 3.04 crores).

Net Profit or Loss for the period, Prior Period item sand Changes in Accounting Policies:
Prior period items of income/expenditure which are not material, have been charged/accounted for in
the currentyear under respective heads of accounts.

Advances:

In accordance with the guidelines issued by Reserve Bank of India, Advances have been classified as
Standard, Sub-standard, Doubtful and Loss assets and required provision is made on such advances as
per the norms issued by Reserve Bank of India from time to time. Write-offs, if any, are charged to this
provision. Recovery in write-off accounts is accounted as income. The overdue interest in respect of
Non-Performingadvancesis provided separately under “Over due Interest Reserve” as per the directives
issued by the Reserve Bank of India.

Inaddition to above, a general provision is made on standard assets as per RBl guidelines.

Fixed Assets and Depreciation:

6.1 Fixed assets are stated at historical cost net of depreciation. Cost includes incidental direct
expensesincurred on acquisition of assets.

6.2 Fixed assets are depreciated at the rates considered appropriate by the Managementasunder
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Depreciation on Fixed Assets:
The depreciation on fixed assets is calculated on the basis of WDV method and at rates as mentioned below

Particulars Depreciation Rates (per annum)
Furniture @ 10%

Computer @33.33%

Machinery @ 15%

Vehicle @ 15%

Light & Fitting @ 15%

Software @ 25%

6.3 Depreciation on fixed assets purchased during the year is charged for the entire yearif the asset is
purchased and retained for 180 days or more otherwise it is charged at 50% of the prescribed
rate. If the assets are sold prior to the year end after retaining for 180 days or more, depreciation
ischarged at50%of the prescribed rate.

7. Employees Benefits:
7.1 Contribution to Provident Fund (Defined Contribution Plan) is charged to Profit and Loss Account
based on contribution to the Government scheme.
7.2 The Bank has opted for Group Gratuity Scheme Cum Life Assurance cover for employees from Life
Insurance Corporation of India (LIC).
7.3 The Bank has opted for Group Leave Encashment Scheme for employees from Life Insurance
Corporation of India (LIC).

8. Accounting for Tax on Income:

Provision for current tax is made as per the applicable provisions of the Income Tax Act, 1961, on the
basis of taxable income for year.

The provision for tax for the year comprises liabilities towards current income tax and deferred tax. The
deferred tax asset/liability is recognised subject to consideration of prudence, taking into account the timing
differences between the taxable income and accounting income, in terms of AS-22 issued by ICAI. The effect of
change in tax rate on deferred tax assets and liabilities is recognised in Profit & Loss Account in period of
applicability of the change.

Deferred tax assets and liabilities are calculated using tax rates and tax laws that have been enacted or
substantively enacted by the Balance sheet date. The deferred tax assets are recognised only to the extent there
is reasonable certainty that assets can be realised in future. In case of unabsorbed depreciation or carry forward
losses under taxation laws, all deferred tax assets are recognised only if there is virtual certainty of realisation of
such assets supported by convincing evidence. The deferred tax assets are reviewed at each balance sheet date
and appropriately adjusted to reflect the amount that is reasonably / virtually certain to be realised.

9. Provisions, Contingent Assets&Contingent Liabilities:

Net Profit is disclosed after making all material provisions and contingencies which include adjustment
to the value of investment, write-off of bad debts, provisions for advances, provision for taxes and other
contingencies. Contingent liabilities are not provided for but are only disclosed byway of notes.
